Get ready at home

A grab bag is a small backpack with essential
supplies that you can take with you if you need to
evacuate. Have a grab bag ready for each member of
your whanau/family.

Your grab bag should not be too heavy so you can
carry it on foot for a considerable distance.

Items to include in your grab bag are:

[1 Trainers/walking shoes (put them on), a raincoat,
a hat and warm clothes.

Water and snacks.

Hand sanitiser.

Power bank and phone charger.

Cash.

Photo ID.

Medications.

[“1 Afirst aid kit.

[ A torch.

[1 A battery radio.

[1 Pet food, medication and a carrier or leash.

[1 Torches and spare batteries. Use torches rather
than candles to reduce the risk of fire.

[1 A power bank to charge electronic or
mobile devices.

[1 A battery powered radio.
[Z] A first aid kit.
